TEST REQUIREMENTS

With the addition of lab-based oral fluid to federal workplace drug testing comes a new era for the industry.
Although SAMHSA has aligned as much of the oral fluid guidelines as possible with the pre-existing urine
guidelines, some things must change, such as initial and confirmatory test requirements.

The below information details initial and confirmatory test requirements for lab-based oral fluid only.
